TO MARK “HISPANIC HERITAGE MONTH,” THE ENGLEWOOD PUBLIC LIBRARY WILL SPOTLIGHT THE WORK OF CUBAN ARTIST LIDAENIS

MACRINA FERRO OF ENGLEWOOD CLIFFS DURING OCTOBER


ENGLEWOOD, September 25, 2007 - - In observance of “Hispanic Heritage Month,” the Englewood Public Library will highlight the work of Cuban artist Lidaenis Macrina Ferro of Englewood Cliffs during October. The theme of Ms. Ferro’s show is “Drawings and Paintings by a Cuban Artist.” The exhibit is free and open to the public.


Ms. Ferro’s work may be viewed during normal Library hours: Monday to Thursday, 9 a.m. to 9 p.m.; Friday and Saturday, 9 a.m. to 5 p.m.; and Sunday, 1 p.m. to 5 p.m. The Library will be closed on Monday, October 8, in observance of Columbus Day.


There will be an art reception for Ms. Ferro on Friday, October 5, from 5:30 p.m. to 7 p.m. The public is invited to attend.


“I’m a Cuban painter who left my native country 39 years ago,” noted Ms. Ferro. “I became who I am today through 16 years of a wonderful childhood on this small island. I grew up with a family as loving and friendly as Cuba’s climate. This beautiful island provided a wonderful background for developing my artistic talent. The clear blue skies, green landscapes, and sunny beaches are all part of my memories.”


She continued: “These memories are etched in my mind and, as years go by, they became part of my being. They allowed me to go back in time and paint the settings where I spent precious moments of my life. These memories will never become a reality due to the fact that I had to leave Cuba in search of freer horizons. Luckily, I was able to come to the United States and start a new life with my family. I was able to keep our traditions alive while adjusting to a new country that welcomed us with open arms. Here, I was able to learn a new language, work, complete my studies, and raise my own family. This is where I became a citizen, and I call this country my home.”


Despite not being able to paint the landscapes from her native country, Ms. Ferro was able to develop as an artist and adapt to new subjects for her artwork. Some of the results of her efforts can be seen during October, which is “Hispanic Heritage Month,” at her exhibit at the Library. She is displaying her drawings and paintings. Most of them are in charcoal on paper, while some are portraits painted in luscious oils on canvas. 

Ms. Ferro pointed out that the drawings represent a series of works made at the time the model was posing, prior to the final paintings. Her exhibit also includes other drawings in pencil and/or charcoal and paintings in a “very loose” watercolor. She called it a “wonderful free style” that she has developed during the past few years.



“In this exhibit, I want to share with the public my memories from Cuba through my drawings and paintings,” she explained. “I hope some of them will convey the feelings and beauty that caught my attention and enabled me to capture them on canvas.”


This is Ms. Ferro’s second solo art exhibit at the Englewood Public Library. Her first at the library was in October 2000 to again mark “Hispanic Heritage Month.” The theme of her first show was “From Illustration to Fine Arts.” She has also had solo shows at the Fort Lee Public Library, the Kaplen JCC on the Palisades in Tenafly, and the Jadite Galleries in New York City. She also has participated in numerous group exhibitions. Ms. Ferro has won the following Awards: January 2007, The Williams Landscape Award at the Ridgewood Art Institute’s 27th Regional Open Juried Show; October 2003, Third-Place Award for Oil at the Scarsdale Art Association’s 66th Annual Awards Exhibition; July 2001, The Kent Art Association’s Award for Any Medium at the Association’s78th Annual President’s Show; and January 2001, The Charles R. Adams Memorial Award at the Ridgewood Art Institute’s 21st Regional Open Jury Show. 


In November, she will be exhibiting an oil painting at The National Museum of Women in the Arts in Washington, DC. This was made possible by an event sponsored by the Museum, together with The Catharine Lorillard Wolfe Art Club, Inc., a prestigious women’s art organization of which Ms. Ferro is a member.
